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made by Thomas and referencing influences from across film and Modern art to 60s TV 
variety shows creating all-encompassing experience for the audience (13 September). 

On 20 September, Southbank Centre hosts  The Trojan Story , a live music extravaganza 
celebrating 50 years of the legendary Trojan Records label. Established in 1968, 
London-based Trojan Records was the first label to distribute the music of Jamaica on a 
grand scale in the UK. They became for many the first point of contact with Jamaican music 
and culture, and offered a meeting place for young people to celebrate in sound what unites 
rather than divides us. Gary Crosby OBE leads the sensational 22-piece  Jazz Jamaica All 
Stars  in the Royal Festival Hall, joined by Brinsley Forde MBE, Noel McKoy and rising vocal 
stars, Dem Three, as well as the massed Southbank Centre Voicelab and Singology choirs, 
led by inspirational gospel choir leader  Mark de Lisser  (BBC The Voice, and gospel choir 
music arranger for this year’s Royal Wedding). The event is produced by Southbank Centre 
associate artists Tomorrow’s Warriors. 

On 2 December, Southbank Centre celebrates a sound born in south London which went on 
to change electronic music and influence modern culture across the globe: Dubstep. 
Legendary producer  Mala  (Mark Lawrence) was instrumental in the creation of this scene. In 
a special one-off show, Mala is joined by the critically acclaimed 20-piece  Outlook 
Orchestra , led by BASCA award-winning composer Tommy Evans (Submotion Orchestra, 
Gentleman's Dub Club) and featuring some of the UK's finest contemporary musicians 
including Nubya Garcia, Eddie Hick (Sons Of Kemet) and Richard Spaven (The Cinematic 
Orchestra).

Emerging international voices include hotly-tipped Berlin-based composer and vibraphonist 
Masayoshi Fujita , fresh from releasing his latest album,  Book of Life  (23 September, Purcell 
Room);  Sarathy Korwar , who’s live performances merge jazz, hip-hop, Indian classical and 
electronics, plays from his second album which features South Asian rappers and poets, 
many from the Dharavi slum in Mumbai  (29 September, Purcell Room); Bahraini-British 
trumpet and flugelhorn star  Yazz Ahmed  presents her revamped and revitalised take on 
contemporary jazz (1 October, Purcell Room); and award-winning Israeli jazz pianist  Yaron 
Herman  performs from his new album,  Y , which sees a return to his classic trio format, 
featuring Ziv Ravitz on drums and Bastien Burger on electric bass (15 September, Purcell 
Room). 

This season takes full advantage of Southbank Centre’s 17 acres and four gig venues, 
including the refurbished Queen Elizabeth Hall and Purcell Room which reopened in April. A 
new 1,000-capacity standing venue in the Queen Elizabeth Hall Foyer continues to host 
Southbank Centre’s new regular club night,  Concrete Lates , featuring cutting-edge 
electronic music from underground artists and established names.  Discwoman , a New 
York-based collective showcasing female-identified talent, take the reins for the next 
installment on 30 August with sets from  Umfang ,  Shyboi ,  Peach  and  Kamixlo .
